Financials & other Business

Fund fundraiser to pay the rent at the
Villa (Approx. $5000 a year).

Since we have not been able to earn funds for
Admin this past year, the fund is lagging for
upcoming expenses. Dick suggested a one-time
plan to use Brandt's Beach as an Admin
fundraiser until FFA and Steelhead Festivals are
operational again.

Dick also recommended that the first $5,000
earned at Brandt's Beach be designated for
Admin with any additional funds raised applied
to the Foundation account.

Speakers were two of our own members,
Roger Dormire and Loretta Strong who told us their
life stories, mostly true. Extra time was available for
fact-checking, heckling and Q & A from the crowd.

Roger: Roger was born in
Michigan. Roger’s father suffered
from asthma and the family
relocated Tucson, Arizona for a
better climate. Roger had an early
interest in Basketball. He went out
for the school team in eighth grade but was too short.
Went out again in ninth grade, still too short. In the
tenth grade he had grown 3 inches and made the JV
team. The coach asked where he had been. He went
on to play at Santa Clara University and was an MVP.
Roger has two daughters who excelled in basketball.
He recently had a happy dollar for watching his
granddaughter, a 5’-11” freshman on the Windsor
volleyball team.

Roger had a varied early career in banking,
but with the changes in the banking industry he
changed careers and spent 20 years as a financial
adviser.

Loretta: Loretta Petersen
Strong is a 4th generation native of
Healdsburg.  Her  immigrant
forebears from Denmark and Italy
settled in the Dry Creek Valley in
the late 1800’s. Raised in the lap of
two farming families, Loretta’s
love of the land and ties to her Healdsburg roots run
deep. She attended Healdsburg Schools K-12 and

graduated from Healdsburg High in 1970. At age 17
she entered San Jose State University and earned her
B. A. and then her Master's Degree from the
University of Santa Clara, graduating summa cum
laude with a 4.0 GPA.

The Italian side of the family immigrated
from the Luca area and when Loretta visited there,
she was impressed with the similarities of the area
with Sonoma County. The family was an early wine
grower and wine maker in Sonoma County. They
produced large quantities of wine and had their own
railroad tank car to send their product to market.
During prohibition, people wondered why the train
always came at 3:00am.

Speakers were again two of our own
members, Lucy Lewand and Richard Thomas who
told us their life stories, again mostly true.

Lucy:

Lucy’s parents, Ray and
Delmas (Del) Lewand wanted
to escape Southern California
and were looking for small
town atmosphere. After
visiting countless wineries on
their way north they found themselves in
Healdsburg and made an offer on the property
that they opened as the Camellia Inn in 1981.
They were out-bid on their first offer, but the
buyer could not compete the deal and Ray and
Del were successful. Lucy joined them in
running the Inn after completing her Education.

Lucy took her time getting her college
degree, attending several different schools in
the 1960s to 80s. She finally earned her master’s
in Business Administration at UCLA where she
was active in the Entrepreneur Association.

While shopping for antique furniture for the
Inn at ISIS Oasis in Geyserville, Lucy spied a
handsome dude and gave him “the eye”. When she
left, she “forgot” her green scarf. Archie got the
message and returned the scarf and they have been
together since then.

Lucy brought guests, her goddaughter Chloe
- who is interning with the Prune Packers this
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summer and her boyfriend Ethan who just graduated
from Texas A&M!

Richard:

Rich spent his early
childhood in Monte Vista and
considers himself a river rat.
The family moved to Santa
Rosa when he was 6. In his
youth he considered the
priesthood, but soon found
another world.

Rich attended UC Davis majoring in
education. His first job was at Healdsburg High
School. When applying for the job the Principal Bob
Malone’s first question was “Do you steelhead fish”.
“Yes”, “You're hired!” He taught agriculture and
coached baseball at HHS for 8 years.

He later went on to obtain a master’s degree
in viniculture and was instrumental in establishing
the Santa Rosa JC’s highly rated Viniculture Program.
While teaching at SRJC he went on several sabbaticals
to learn about viniculture practices in other lands:
Australia, New Zealand, Chile and France. He
bought home some great ideas and is especially
proud of three innovations that he started at the JC
and have been widely implemented by local
vineyards.
