Mr. Quinn, who
was chairman of the day, told of his
recent visit to the Klamath country,
and declared the elub should go on
record for saving the river from com-
|mercial exploitation. \

assured. Building of a huge dam at
Ishi Pishi falls is now proposed and it
is at this, and similar projects, that
the plea was aimed.
